You may be aware that United and U.S. Air have announced policy changes to charge $25.00 for an
additional checked bag starting in May, meaning that you will pay $25 for your ski bag next season. The
following is from the National Ski Council Federation and is intended to help you to dissuade the airline
companies from this policy. All we can do is try, but the tour operators, ski areas and ski clubs/councils
nationwide are all screaming about it. Your input will help.

competitive.”
